RESOLUTION TO CHANGE
THE KALMAR TOWNSHIP ZONING ORDINANCE

Whereas, the Kalmar Town Board determined that changes and updates to the Township Zoning Ordinance are necessary; and
Whereas, applications have been brought forward to spread and apply different types of waste to parcels of land in Kalmar Township; and
Whereas, the Planning Commission held a public hearing to take input requiring permits to spread these wastes so the township may monitor these applications and where they are being applied; a public hearing was held at the Kalmar Town Hall, 8507 Town Hall Road NW, Byron, MN after 6:30 PM August 20, 2007, at which time all parties and interested people were given the opportunity to discuss the proposed change; and
Whereas, the Planning Commission decided to make changes and additions in the proposed language, the public hearing was “tabled” to September 17, 2007, at which time the public hearing would be re-opened and input would be allowed again on the updated proposed language to Dumping and Disposal of Waste Material.
Whereas, the Planning Commission recommended to approve the ordinance change to the Town Board for adoption.  The Town Board held a discussion later that same night at the Kalmar Town Hall, at which time the proposed change was made official and adopted.

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved: that the Kalmar Township Zoning Ordinance is hereby changed and added to as follows:
Section 10.50 Dumping and Disposal of Waste Material

The deposit, dumping, burning, or disposal of rubbish, or other refuse, or of industrial ashes, fly ash, products containing fly ash, slag, sludge or other wastes or byproducts is not permitted on land within Kalmar Township, except under a temporary use permit which may be issued in appropriate cases upon the filing of application and payment of fee, accompanied by suitable agreement or bond that such dumping or disposal will not pollute the waters of the Township or cause stagnant water to collect or leave the surface of the land, at the expiration of such permit, in an unacceptable condition or unfit for growing of turf or for other permitted land uses.  The application methods such as surface spread and direct injection will be considered as part of the temporary use permit.  The application of agricultural manure generated upon the landowners own agricultural property or rented property shall be permitted without the need of a permit; however land owners purchasing or acquiring waste from other sources must apply for a temporary use permit.  The burning of brush generated upon the landowner’s own property shall be permitted with a burning permit.  The pumping and spreading of individual septic systems upon the owners’ agricultural land needs no permit from the township, other permits and regulations may apply.  The application of waste to personal gardens does not require a permit from the township.  The Kalmar Township’s existing “land-fill” is exempt from this section.  Prior to applying for a temporary use permit the applicant must be issued all “other” permits that are required, and must be submitted as part of the application process.
