MINUTES-- The Kalmar Township Planning and Zoning Board meeting for September 23rd, 2015 started at 8:15pm with Mr. Hanson calling the meeting to Order. 

PRESENT: Terry Behrens (Clerk) and Mr. Hanson (Chair), Ms. Baldus and Mr. Quam.

ABSENT: Mr. David Hagre
GUESTS:  Mr. David Meir, Mr. Roger Irhke, Mr. and Mrs. Ray Phelps, Mr. Ray Sutton, Mr. and Mrs. Decklever and Mr. Geoff Griffin.
Minutes of the previous meeting: The Minutes of the previous meeting where reviewed at the monthly township meeting and approved.

Minutes of the meeting:    Motion made by Mr. Quam to “Bring the Decklever item off the table and added it to the agenda”. Motion seconded by Mr. Hanson, motion approved.

 Mr. Irhke, representing TCPA, presented a map and gave a recap of what was being asked for in the request for the rezoning. The number of building sites where discussed, there is 1 existing, 1sub-divided for Mr. Behrens and there exists 8 potential other sites. The rezoning request allows for the clumping of houses to save resources, such as roads, traffic, fire protection and general services. They (the Decklever’s and TCPA) tried to find alternate access for two properties that loose access when flooding occurs. This has been a contention point and TCPA fells there was a misunderstanding amongst all the parties. Mr. Griffin, from GGG corporation, gave an update to the board and also had some maps and materials to add. He has met with TCPA and Decklever’s to iron out all the differences. In essence they are doing a density swap, in return for road abutment and access. The Phelps (neighbors to the west) do not like the road access issue, they feel people will use that as the predominate exit and entrance point for the development and not the real access point. Mr. Hanson asked the Decklever’s if they had any other things to add. Mr. Decklever gave a recap of the discussions he has had with the neighbors, Ms. Decklever gave a recap on the timeline this project has taken. She also shared with the board her list of conversations with the neighbors and what issues if any they had. Mr. Phelps gave his point of view that he is against adding the road connection. He listed some other concerns about hill erosion and other previous issues with erosion and road conditions. Mr. Sutton gave his point of view, he is not against the rezoning or the development but is concerned about the road access to. He is concerned that people will use it as the primary entrance/exit point, he does think that a secured gate would be a good idea if the access is granted. Mr. Hanson asked each of the board members present if they had questions. Mr. Behrens asked about the flooding and what has been done previously. Ms. Baldus did not have any questions. Mr. Quam asked about who specifically was responsible for each road segment and restated that Kalmar township was not interested in owning any segment other than what they have now. Mr. Hanson asked about the 10 house parcel and how they came to be. TCPA explained that each quarter-quarter section can have up to 6 houses, one farm parcel would be lost and would have 4 remaining farm parcels left. Mr. Hanson asked if there were any other questions. He then closed the Public part of the meeting and the board discussed options.
Motion: 
· Motion made by Mr. Quam to “Deny the inclusion of the access road at this time”. Motion seconded by Ms. Baldus, motion approved.

Outcome: Motion carried with a vote of 4-0.
· Motion made by Mr. Behrens to “Continue this to the October 19th meeting, to accept the new plat and wording when presented”. Motion seconded by Mr. Quam, motion approved.

Outcome: Motion carried with a vote of 4-0.

Adjournment: At 8.45 pm, Mr. Behrens made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Ms. Baldus. Motion Carried.
